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PRESS RELEASE

Sandra Sif Gylfadottir, MD, from The Danish Pain Research Center, Department of Clinical Medicine, will de-
fend her PhD thesis titled “Painful and non-painful diabetic polyneuropathy” at 13.00 on é6 March 2020. The
defence is in English and will last approximately 2 hours.

The exact prevalence, risk factors and impact of painful and non-painful diabetic polyneuropathy (DPN) in
Danish patients with recently diagnosed type 2 diabetes are unknown. More precise knowledge of these fac-
tors would be valuable in both treatment and prevention of DPN. These issues are treated in a new PhD pro-
ject from Aarhus University, Health. The project was carried out by Sandra Sif Gylfadottir, who is defending her
dissertation on 06/03 - 2020

DPN is one of the most common complications of long term diabetes, but the prevalence measures vary and
the prevalence in early diabetes is unknown. Furthermore, a large proportion of patients with DPN suffer from
painful DPN, which is a neuropathic pain that impacts the patient’s quality of life and can be difficult to treat.
The main purpose of this PhD project was to explore the prevalence, risk factors, and mental health in DPN
with and without pain in patients with early type 2 diabetes. Additionally, we validated screening instruments,

and provided insight into pain specific mechanisms by comparing patients with painful and non-painful DPN.

The defence is public and takes place on 6 March 2020 at 13.00 in Auditorium J116-113, Entrance J, Aarhus
University Hospital, Palle Juul-Jensens Boulevard 99, 8200 Aarhus N. The title of the project is "Painful and
non-painful diabetic polyneuropathy”.
